Campus crime, arrest and referral statistics include those 

reported to SHU DPS, designated campus officials (including but 

not limited to deans, judicial affairs, advisors to student 

organizations, site directors, athletic coaches, student services 

directors), and local law enforcement agencies.  These statistics 

may also include crimes that have occurred in private 

residences or businesses and is not required by law.  Counseling 

and Health Services inform their clients of the procedures to 

report crime on a voluntary basis, should they feel it is in the 

best interest of the client.  There is no policy for complete 

confidentiality since all reports of crime will be investigated 

fully.  Counselors and Pastoral Counselors are exempt from 

disclosing information. 

Each year, an e-mail notification is made via the Siena Heights 

University broadcast email system notifying 

faculty/staff/students of the availability of the safety handbook 

and crime statistics for the previous three calendar years.  All 

prospective employees may obtain a copy from the University 

web site at www.sienaheights.edu or request a hard copy from 

Public Safety at 517.264.7800.
