The University seal, originally designed for Siena Heights College 
in 1939, is based on the escutcheon of the Adrian Dominican 
Congregation and the centuries-old Dominican Shield. The shield 
on the seal combines traditional design elements with a wavy line  
symbolizing the heights (highs and lows) and an open book 
representing the pursuit of knowledge.

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Academic Traditions
Academic costumes date from 12th 
century Europe when gowns and hoods 
were worn to distinguish scholars. The 
long, flowing gowns were also worn for 
warmth inside drafty university buildings. 
The resemblance of academic gowns to 
monks’ robes isn’t coincidental. Most 
scholars of that era were also members 
of the clergy. A wide variety of styles 
of academic costumes were worn in the 
United States until the Intercollegiate 
Code for Academic Costumes was 
adopted in 1895 to establish uniformity. 
Most American colleges and universities 
today adhere to the code, which 
distinguishes costumes worn by holders 
of bachelor’s, master’s, and doctoral 
degrees. Although the code doesn’t 
include regulation for the associate’s 
degree holders’ gowns, at Siena Heights 
University, these gowns are the same as 
the bachelor’s gowns.

Associate and bachelor degree holders 
wear blue gowns with the sleeve shape 
distinguishing the degree. Bachelor’s 
gowns have pointed sleeves, while the 
sleeves of the master’s gown are oblong 
with the sleeve back extending to the 
knees. The doctor’s gown has bell-
shaped sleeves, with three horizontal 
bars in colored velvet corresponding to 
the degree. Holders of the associate’s, 
bachelor’s, master’s, and doctor’s degree 
wear the same flat mortarboard cap with 
a black tassel. Doctors have the option of 
wearing a gold tassel or choosing a velvet 
floppy hat in the European tradition. 
The hood’s size and trim colors tell the 
most about the wearer. Hoods worn by 
bachelor’s degree holders are two feet 
long with two-and-a-half inch trim; 
master’s hoods are three-and-a-half feet 
long with three inch trim; and doctor’s 
hoods are four feet long with five  
inch trim.

The trim color of the hood indicates  
the type of degree the wearer holds:

Citron—Social Work 
Dark Blue—Philosophy 
White—Arts, Letters, Humanities 
Beige—Business, Accounting 
Sage Green—Physical Education 
Pink—Music 

Lemon Yellow—Library Science 
Golden Yellow—Science 
Orange—Applied Science 
Scarlet—Theology 
Purple—Law 
Light Blue—Education 
Brown—Art 
Apricot—Nursing

The Siena Mace 
The mace is an emblem of authority 
and prestige used to indicate the official 
opening of ceremonies. Siena’s original 
mace was designed in 1968 by  
Dr. Jeannine Klemm, OP ’44,  
Professor of Art.

The new mace was designed and 
crafted by John Wittersheim, Professor 
of Art, assisted by Roger Snyder ’85. 
Wittersheim altered the design of the 
original mace and added the seals of  
the Adrian Dominican Sisters, the 
University, and the State of Michigan.

The President’s Medallion 
The President’s Medallion has at its center 
a shield of eight alternate gyrons of silver 
and black with a fleur-de-lis cross, the 
symbol of faith. Superimposed on one-
quarter of the shield is a book, the symbol 
of learning. The shield is appropriately 
placed on a white field of ivory, the 
symbol of purity. The ivory form is 
placed on a silver circular sphere which 
symbolized the never-ending quest for 
knowledge. The fleur-de-lis is a symbol 
of the original Dominican Foundation in 
Prouille, France. 

The President’s Medallion was designed 
by Dr. Jeannine Klemm, OP ’44.  
It was recrafted, faithful to the original 
design parameters, by the Siena Heights 
University Metalsmithing program under 
the watchful eye of Professor  
John Wittersheim.
